Dear Friend, 
 
For more than 30 years, Montessori Academy of London students — from Casa to Junior High — have 
called the gym at Colborne Street United Church their home for physical education, sports, and community 
events. It’s a space filled with laughter, teamwork, and the familiar sound of sneakers squeaking across the 
gym floor. 
 
That well-worn floor, however, has seen better days — it’s over 70 years old! And while it has held up 
remarkably well, it’s time for a much-needed upgrade. 
 
The gym is a vital part of our 
students’ experience — a place 
where they grow stronger, build 
confidence, and connect with their 
peers. After 70 years of use, the 
floor urgently needs replacing. It 
is also in need of protective wall 
padding to enhance safety for 
competitive games like basketball 
or volleyball. 
 
Last spring, we forged a long-term partnership with Colborne Street United Church, including a lease 
agreement that ensures continued access to the gym. In the years to come, we will work together to ensure a 
vibrant community hub for our school and neighbourhood.  As part of this ongoing collaboration, the 
school and church have agreed to update the gym.  Montessori Academy has pledged to support the new 
floor and installation of wall padding, while Colborne Street United church is investing in other 
improvements in the gym space. 
 
But we can’t do it alone. We need your help to raise $60,000 by June 30, 2026. In support of this 
project, we are launching a “Blaze the Trail” fundraising campaign to replace the gym floor and install 
protective wall padding — giving our Trailblazers a refreshed space where they can run, jump, play, and 
thrive. With your support, we will transform the space into a safe, inspiring environment for movement, 
learning, and community games and gatherings. 
 
Here is how your donation will make a difference: 

• $50 helps cover just over 2 square feet of gym flooring 
• $150 covers 1 foot of protective wall padding 
• $250 supports both flooring and safety upgrades
